Pikangikum Relief Project Deemed a Success  

It gives me great pleasure to say that the Pikangikum Relief Project was a sheer success due to 

the efforts of the Pikangikum Relief Committee, Family and Childrenôs Services staff, the Ontario 
Provincial Police, North South Partnership for Children, numerous community partners in Fort 

Frances and Atikokan, and the dedicated community members of the district.   

 

Pikangikum is a community that has been experiencing severe   
social problems for some time and when the pleas for assistance 

came to Ontario Association of Childrenôs Aid Societies members in 

the late fall, there was no doubt that this Agency would lend a 
helping hand.  The Pikangikum Relief Project started out small 

with thoughts of collecting a truck load of items to donate, but 
within the first week, we had a room full of non -perishable food, 

new and used clothing and toys.  The end  result was approxi-

mately nine tonnes, that when collected and sorted, occupied the  
large board room at the Agency.   

 

After several weeks of sorting and packing, organizing transportation 

and the man power to load and unload the donations, the delivery 
date was set for January 6, 2010.  The Ontario Provincial Police gra-

ciously donated the use of their Suburbans, two large trailers and 
their rural road sense to the project. FACS staff Vik Nowak, Troy 

Clink, Betty-Anne MacKintosh, Jacquee Loerzel and Carmen Atatise, 
along with OPP officers, delivered all the donations to the commu-
